Your application has been received and on behalf of the Staff and the West Tennessee Area Council, BSA, I would like to welcome you as a participant in our NYLT Course.  Please be assured every effort is being made to make this course a high point of your Scouting experience.

The course will begin promptly at 1:00 pm on Sunday, July 17, 2011.  Registration will open at 12:00 Noon.  I would encourage you to arrive no later than 12:30. I certainly understand the driving distances in the West Tennessee area and request that you plan accordingly. You cannot miss any course activities and anticipate completing the course. 

Fees:  If you have not previously submitted your total course fee ($175.00) please do so at your earliest convenience.  This will assure your position in the course. Medical Examination: Enclosed is a Health and Medical Record Form. A licensed medical practitioner must complete within 12 months prior to the last day of the course (7/22/11).  A copy should be mailed to the ASM-Admin no later than July 1, 2011.  There will be no provision for a medical examination at camp, so the medical form is of utmost importance. You will not be allowed into the course without it.
Housing:  Bedding will not be provided, however tents will be.  You will be sleeping in canvas tents with cots and wood floors.  Please plan accordingly.

Meals: All meals will be provided. There is no need to bring any food items with you. Additionally the Quartermaster staff will provide a trading post with snack items and drinks. The staff maintains the trading post and purchases are on the honor system. 

Transportation:  The staff will not provide transportation to the course location. If you know of other individuals within your respective districts that are planning to attend this year’s course, you might wish to carpool.   A map to Camp Mack Morris is enclosed.

Course T-Shirts/Caps: You will be provided a Course Cap and (3) Course T-Shirts.  If you have not communicated your shirt size, please do so as soon as possible, but no later than July 1st, 2011.  

Personal Equipment List: Enclosed is a course Participant Personal Equipment List for your use.  This should address most questions about what to bring to the course.

Dietary or Physical Limitations:  For planning purposes, please advise the ASM-Admin, of any special dietary or physical limitations upon receipt of this letter.

Course Dates/Times are: 1:00 pm, Sunday, July 17th, through 8:00 pm Friday, July 22, 2011. You are expected to stay in camp the entire time.
Feast & Course Closing Campfire: All parents and ‘home unit’ Scoutmasters (or representatives) are invited to join us on Friday afternoon to celebrate the completion of the course at our ‘Feast’ and to witness the Closing program. The cost for the meal is $5.00 per person, and we need a headcount of how many will be attending at the time of check-in on Sunday, July 17th, 2011.  
Course Photographs:  Group photos will be taken and will be mailed after the completion of the course.
